Having sailed the Jaguar 27 several times in the Ionian we decided to buy AZURI. Our original idea 
was to prepare her for the Mediterranean and have her transported to Corfu. To this end a new engine 
was installed along with as many accessories, hoses and fittings as possible. All alteration were to make 
living aboard as comfortable as possible. Unfortunately,  without the experience to sail across ourselves 
and the prohibitive cost of overland transport or professional delivery, we bit the bullet and bought a 
boat over in Corfu. AZURI now needs a new owner to sail her and care for her as she deserves. 
 
ACCOMODATION 
Originally designed for up to 6 berths with a double V-berth forward, a dinette which converts to form a 
double berth to starboard in the saloon and two quarter berths port and starboard  under the cockpit. 
The starboard quarter berth has been changed to provide extra storage. Between the forward cabin and 
the main saloon there is a new Jabsco marine toilets with locking pump. A new waste holding tank has 
recently been fitted. The galley is opposite the dinette and consists of a new gas cooker with 2-burners, 
stainless steel sink with cold water supplied from new flexible water bag. New sponge bases and 
upholstery throughout. AM/FM radio with DVD capability. 



 

 

 
MECHANICAL SYSTEMS 
The nearly new Beta 16 engine sits under the companionway and accessed  under the companionway 
ladders. The engine has only 4 hours  on the clock which was for water trials after fitting. All engine 
accessories, diesel filters, hoses and exhaust fittings renewed with engine. A control panel C ‘Deluxe’ 
was also fitted with key ignition and visual meters instead of simple warning lights. The corroded fuel 
tank was replaced by a polypropylene tank manufactured locally.  A new PPS shaft seal and new three  
blade propeller was fitted on the recommendation of Beta themselves. New single lever Teleflex control 
with new cables. 
 
SAILS AND SPARS 
Azuri is sloop rigged with an anodised aluminium mast and boom. New masthead tri colour and all 
round anchor light recently fitted along with a deck light. A new plastimo furling mechanism has been  
Fitted to a new forestay. A variety of sails are included including main, Genoa, a spinnaker  with 
spinnaker pole. The main has been rigged for slab reefing. New blue sail cover and UV strip to Genoa. 
 
 
DECK EQUIPMENT 
� CQR anchor with Lofrans Royal Manual windlass 
� Stainless steel pushpit and pulpit recently altered for Mediterranean style ‘bow to and stern to’ 

mooring. 
� New ‘stepping off’ platform to the bow and bathing platform to the stern. 
� Blue spray hood 
� Cockpit dodgers 
� Boarding ladder 
� 6 fenders and a variety of mooring warps 
� Cockpit has benefited from ‘tek-dek’ panels to the seating areas 
� The original down lighters from the forward deck to the forward cabin have been replaced with 

opening hatches.
